We will discuss the role of settlement programming
(like ESL classes or an employment class) in preparing the way for spiritu-
al programming (such as ESL bible studies). Challenges in building and
advancing this pathway will be explored.

Know Syrians Better: through the experience of a Syrian newcomer

Pastor AlAjji presents an overview of the religious and ethnic diversity of
Syria with explanations about the lifestyle and some traditions and festi-
vals. He will also speak about the challenges and difficulties that Syrians
face in adjusting to life in Canada. He will tell how we can walk alongside
them — to help them in their adjustment and to share the Christian mes-
sage so that they can see what they really need is salvation.
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
