[bookmark: _GoBack]For the Win:  Playing The Opponent
· In order to win, you need to play your opponent
· Our opponent is the evil one and his forces, and he strongly opposes those who are effective Christians (1 Thes 2:17-18)
· In order to beat our opponent, we need to understand our opponent well
· We need to know their strategies so we can develop counter strategies. 
· The two main strategies of our opponent are Disguise & Terrorize:
· Disguise:
· A common way the enemy disguises is by distracting us with ordinary things
· Fight back with Faith Community & Spiritual Disciplines
· Terrorize:
· The enemy is good at terrorizing because he actually has a significant amount of power (Ex 7:8-11)
· The only way the enemy can win is if he can get us to give up or not fight because we have more power through Christ (Ex 7:12)
· Fight back by establishing your identity in Christ (Gal 3:26-27)
· Be aware of the work of the enemy and then aggressively oppose him whenever you see him at work
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
