Connect – Truth Telling & Receiving
· Our Canadian characteristics of being polite, peaceable & tolerant hinder us from practicing good truth telling and receiving.
· The Bible tells us that we stray from the truth and that other believers should bring us back (Jam 5:19-20)
· We need truth-telling because we have a great capacity for self-deception.
· Self-deception also makes us bad at receiving truth.
· Truth-telling is an act of mercy and service to the other person.
· How do we speak and accept the truth in love?  By giving Jesus lordship over our lives.
· If you are lord of your life, then your utmost task must be to protect yourself.
· If Jesus is Lord of your life you no longer need trust in who you are, what you’ve done, or what others think of you.
· Speak the truth in love, and with grace & gentleness.
