· One of our collective, core, biblical values as a church is “Family.”
· We love our families so much because God loves His family and He made us in His image.
· The “Prodigal Son” is a well-known parable Jesus told about God’s love for His family.
· The son insults the father and runs away but the father does not rebuke him or try to stop him.
· The father shows radical love and acceptance upon the son’s return.

· God’s forgiveness and acceptance, although it is free, comes at a great cost.  
· The cost of the forgiveness of all of humanity for all of time was so great that it cost our God the ultimate price: His one and only Son.  
· The deepest pain a parent can feel is to be separated from their children; that’s why the father runs to his son without reserve and accepts him back without condition.
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
