Sin Factor
· Sin halts the effectiveness of our prayers and blocks our connection to God (Isaiah 59:2).
· There are two ways that sin enters our lives: either we commit sin or sin is committed against us.
· We most often struggle with sin between us and others.
· When we sin against others we deal with it through confession (James 5:15-16).
· Repentance always needs to accompany confession.
· When others sin against us we deal with it through forgiveness (Matt 5:23-24).
· Most of the time when you have to forgive someone you also have to confess something.
· Confession and forgiveness must be in proportion to the sin committed.
· The Holy Spirit helps us to know how much is needed. 
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
