Sermon Summary: July 28, 2019 

James 1:22-27 – Just Do It! 

 If we only listen to the Bible but don’t do what it 
says we are deceiving ourselves into thinking we 

are doing well (James 1:22). 
o Those people are like someone who looks 

at themselves in the mirror and then when 
they leave they immediately forget what 

they look like (James 1:23-24). 
o What they experience in the mirror will 

have no lasting effect and does not change 
them. 

 Those who are doers of God’s Word will be 
blessed in what they do (James 1:25) 

o They will be blessed in what they say (James 
1:26). 

o They will be blessed in what they do (James 
1:27a). 

o The will be blessed in what they don’t do 
(James 1:27b). 

 Our faith is not about learning, it’s about obeying.   
o So much of our faith stays in our minds and 

never makes the 10 inch journey to our 
hearts to transform our living. 

 Mere words on a page cannot transform us into 
doers.  Only a person can do that. 

o Jesus is the personal face of the Word of 
God who transforms us into doers. (Jn 1:5) 
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
