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Elephant in the Family Room

· This is a very sensitive subject for many people, because many people have had a personal experience with this issue. 
· We need to address the issue because it’s an elephant in the family room and it’s not going away.
· The difference between the Christian perspective and the cultural perspective has to do with how we fundamentally view humanity. 
· Culture sees humans as “cosmic accidents”
· The Bible sees humans as intentionally created in the image of God himself. 
· If you think that humans are just cosmic accidents, then abortion makes sense
· The key question in abortion is, “What is considered a human life?”
· The Bible seems to teach that human life begins at conception, not birth (Luke 1:40-42)
· Most people get abortions because of financial strain, bad timing, or unsupportive partners.  
· Helping real people with these real issues is the best way to fight abortion.
· We need to have considerate conversations about this topic and make the church a safe place. 
· Our churches need to be hospitals that facilitate healing
· Many Christians who experience abortion have deep shame
· You need God to release you from your shame
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
