Consumer Christianity
· Many people today treat God and the church with a consumeristic mindset.
· They see church as a “vendor of religious goods.”
· They see God as a “divine slot machine.”
· The consumeristic mindset has a lot to do with idolatry (Exodus 20:3–5a).
· The idolatry of the Old Testament was self-serving at its core because people used their religious devotion as a means to their own prosperity, essentially trying to manipulate gods for their advantage.
· Today we basically do the same thing.  We still serve idols for the purpose of serving ourselves.
· Instead of making spiritual gods our idols, we make these other things our idols and our gods such as money, relationships, power, sex, time, work, etc. (Colossians 3:5).
· We should serve God because He came to serve us (Mat 20:28).
· We must keep in mind that the God who asks us to serve Him is a God who first served us by sending His one and only son to die for us
