4. Luke gives a detailed description of Zacchaeus. What do we learn about him from these verses? Why do you think it was important for Luke to mention that Zacchaeus was a tax collector? What stories can you recall of Jesus’ interactions with tax collectors and that society’s perception of them?








5. What impressed you about Zacchaeus’s efforts to see Jesus? What would other people in the crowd have thought about his efforts?








6. Verse 5 shows us Jesus’ pursuit of Zacchaeus. Like He did with Zacchaeus, Jesus pursues us despite our sin and offers us a relationship with Him (Rom. 5:8). What can we learn about how to enter into a relationship with Jesus from Jesus’ interaction with Zacchaeus? What does that relationship involve?

7. Why do you think those around Zacchaeus grumbled or muttered in response to what they saw (v. 7)? What might this have revealed about their perspective of Jesus?











8. Do you most often identify more with the crowd or with Zacchaeus? Explain your response.
