May we continually come before Him full of praise
and thanksgiving!

e Pray for many to come to a saving knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ during this time through
the faithful witness of God’s people.

e Pray that we would be fed by the word this morning!

Bitterness, resentment, unbelief, greed,
lust, etc. Take time to consider these things and to repent of them. James 1:21
