After cleaning up, have the children
sit in chairs around the table. Use this
time to help the children thank God for
people who care for them. Show the
children once again where 1 Samuel is in
the Bible.

In today’s Bible story, Hannah and
Elkanah took care of Samuel. When he was older,
Samuel stayed at the tabernacle to serve God. Eli took
care of him there. God gave Samuel people who cared
for him.

God gives us people who care for us. Who are
some of the people God gives us who care for us? (The
children will probably have many different answers,
depending on each one’s circumstances. These answers
may include parents, grandparents, teachers, and baby-
sitters.)

Show the children one of the pieces of paper on
which you have glued a Make-It/Take-It pattern. This
child is praying. We can pray too. When we pray, we
can thank God for the people He gives us to take care
of us. Think of the people who care for you. Give each
child a piece of paper with a pattern glued to it and a
crayon. Draw a picture of someone who cares for you
on the piece of paper. Give the children time to draw

Understanding the Bible

Elkanah [el-KAY-nuh] and Hannah lived in Ramah, a
town in the hill country of Ephraim. Three times a year
Elkanah would take his family to Shiloh, 16 miles east of
Ramah, to offer sacrifices and worship God according to
the requirements for Israelite men (Exod. 34:23; Deut.
16:16-17). Shiloh was where the tabernacle and the ark
of the covenant resided (Josh. 18:1; 1 Sam. 4:3-4).

After Samuel was born, Hannah stayed behind
while Elkanah made his yearly trips. She took care of
Samuel until he was weaned (1 Sam. 1:22). Children at
that time usually were breast-fed for about three years.

Before Samuel was born, Hannah made a vow to
God. If God would give her a son, she would dedicate

his life to serving God (1 Sam. 1:11). This made the child
a Nazirite, a person dedicated to God (Num. 6:1-8).
When Samuel was brought to Shiloh to fulfill
Hannah's vow, he was in the care of Elj, the chief priest.
Eli was also a leader of Israel for 40 years (1 Sam. 4:18)-
While Samuel was under Eli’s care, Hannah
continued to show her love and care, Every year, on the
trip to Shiloh, Hannah would bring a new coat that she
had made for Samuel. This was a sleeveless, knee-length
coat worn under an ephod. An ephod was usually 2 hip
length, sleeveless pullover made from linen. It was Worl
by those who served God at His sanctuary (1 Sam.
